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Its spring time and the reception children have so many questions that need to be discovered. 
We are starting the term with a look at the mini beasts we share the plants with- insects, bugs, and creepy crawlies. The children will be learning about the life cycle of the frog and the butterfly, where bugs like to live and the physical features of bugs (legs, eyes and wings).
The giraffes will be starting a special gardening project that will help us understand how to look after plants and how bugs are needed for our plants to grow. 
Both classes will also be taking our 3rd and 4th trip to the Belgrade forest to look at the seasonal changes in spring and summer. 
The classes will then go from crawling like insects to stamping like dinosaurs for our dino topic. They will become paleontologists while they dig for ancient bones, match which bones come from which dinosaur and many dinosaur art projects. 
As we move into our summer season it will be time to cool off in the water and explore animals under the sea. Lots of water play, sorting sea animals and possibly a trip to the aquarium to see real life sea animals. 
Finally as the summer break comes near we will look at holidays, airports, types of holidays and packing for holidays. 
In between ALL that exploring and questioning there will be some special events-
