Dear Parent/ Guardian,
Year 10 and 11 students currently involved with the MUN (Model United Nations), are being offered the opportunity: to attend “The Anatolia College Model United Nations Conference”. It is a four day, student-run MUN conference that brings together students from around the region to discuss major global concerns. In this forum, aspiring young men and women will debate key issues and produce resolutions on these issues in a mock United Nations simulation. It will encourage international cooperation, understanding and world citizenship among young adults at a time of increasing globalization. Additionally, the conference will encourage strong social ties and offer students the opportunity to develop their communication skills.

The dates for the conference are Thursday 24th–Monday 28th, February, 2011. The conference is organized by the Anatolia College and will take place at the college and the convention centre. The cost of the conference will be approximately €450 (depending on the number of students who wish to go). There will be a limited number of places on the trip. A deposit of €200 is needed to reserve a place; this will be required by Wednesday 8th December.
