We are proposing a 5 day trip to Marmaris in May 2011. The main aim of this trip is for students to 
undertake a two day sea kayak voyage as part of their International Award. 
 
The proposed itinerary is as follows: 
Monday 2/5      am: Fly from Istanbul to Dalaman, and then by coach to Akyaka 
           pm:   Learning to handle a Sea kayak 
           Overnight at local hotel   
Tuesday 3/5      Depart on expedition 
           Overnight wild camping 
Wednesday 4/5  2nd day of expedition 
           Overnight at local hotel 
Thursday 5/5     Exploring Toparlar Canyon 
           Overnight at local hotel 
Friday 6/5      Return Dalaman by coach  
           Fly to Istanbul 
 
The expected cost of the trip is ∈580 which includes all accommodation, meals in hotels, hire of sea 
kayaks, use of safety and camping equipment. The students will be asked, however, to bring the 
food they wish to prepare on the expedition, since this is part of the assessment.   
 
Please note that all students traveling will require a valid identity card and or residence permit.  
 
In order to for us to complete the flight and other bookings, please could you complete the form 
below and return by Thursday 10th, along with a deposit of ∈100. A more detailed itinerary, 
suggested kit list and other material will be sent out nearer to the date. There will also be an 
information meeting for parents on 30th March from 16.00 to 16.30.
