Luckily the campsite wasn’t too far, so we were soon setting up the tents and
cooking our first camp meal. Later on after a programme of activities, we set off on foot trekking through a forest full
of wild paeonies and irises, finally arriving at steep stoney climb up onto a rocky mountain top. Here we rested, taking
in the view while we cooled down. Then it was slipping and sliding back down and on to the campsite. In the evening,
the instructors lit a huge bonfire which we sat round toasting marsh mallows before falling asleep in our tents.

Sunday, and the BISI contingent were up early, breakfasted and packing before anyone from the other school showed
their face. In a spirit of friendly rivally the 90kg boys from the Turkish School challenged our Year 9 boys to a tug - of

with seven large sacks of rubbish to cart away. Then we were of to the nearby river, where icy water cascaded into a
deep pool, before disappearing into a narrow gorge.There we all cooled ourselves with a very quick dip and then
accompanied with suitable shrieks and yells, slid down the waterfall on our sleeping mats.

Now it just remained to trek back to the bus, return to Eskisehir and say our goodbyes before the long drive back to
Zekeriyakoy.
