Dear Parents, 

We hope that both you and your children have had a good and relaxing midterm break and are ready to get back into the working mode. Below is a description of what we will be covering during this half-term.
In Numeracy, we will continue developing counting and number sequencing skills using aides such as number lines and 100 squares.  We will continue to focus on addition and subtraction and pupils will also estimate, measure, weigh and compare objects.  Practical activities will involve showing fractions, giving change from money and making 2D and 3D shapes, models and pictures.
In Literacy, we will be looking at information texts, giving students an opportunity to research a topic of interest while learning about structural features of a text. Pupils will also hear, read and respond to rhymes and simple patterned stories. Phonic work and spelling tests will be on-going.
Our Science Unit this half term is “Growing Plants”. Students will name common plants, investigate the conditions plants need for growth and keep a plant diary.
The ICT unit is “The Information Around Us”. In this unit children learn that information exists in a variety of forms, including text, still and moving pictures, charts and sounds and that different media are used for different purposes. They learn that ICT can be used to communicate and handle information in a variety of ways.
In Geography we are doing the unit “How We Can Make Our Local Area Safer?’ In this unit the children will  carry out a small local survey and draw some specific conclusions from the evidence they find; discussing ways of tackling the parking issue in their locality.
Within the Design and Technology Unit,” Eat More Fruit and Vegetables” students’ will develop their understanding of the process of making food and the importance of healthy eating. They will make choices based on the properties of different fruit and vegetables in order to design and make a product. Students will investigate and taste different foods and develop vocabulary to describe the appearance, taste, smell and texture. 
Below are just some reminders:

1. Our class assemblies are fast approaching! Please note the dates: Year 1B assembly will be held on March 25th and Year 1E assembly will be held on April 8th.
2. Please continue sending a water bottle to school for your child use. They will be sent home for washing on a regular basis.
