Dear Parents,


    We have another busy half term planned, as many new units begin.  In literacy, we are integrating the Biography and Autobiography unit into the Tudor Exploration unit; this will be followed by the first of the poetry units Finding a Voice.  In numeracy, the learning focus will be Block D, which focuses on number work, followed by Block E which will introduce fractions and proportion. The experimentation component of the science course begins this term with the Chemistry based unit- Different Changes. This will be followed by the unit Forces in Action. The Tudor Exploration unit will continue this term, with the finalization of preparation for the fictional exploration journey; the students or rather the captains of the vessels, will keep a journal during their voyages and exploits as they sail their vessels into uncharted waters.   


     We have planned two trips, the first to the Istanbul Modern Art Gallery on Tuesday 24th January, followed by a trip to Santral Istanbul on Wednesday 22 nd February. Attached are the permission letters.


       No one can predict when it will snow, but the students should be prepared with their Snow Day/s tasks which were given to them in November. Your child can select from the different tasks which are all related to the winter weather outside. 


      To prepare the year 6 students for their transition into Secondary School, the year 6 classes will introduce a two week timetable. This will not affect the specialist lessons but will only affect the in class lessons.


      Revision is important, revision booklets were given to each student for the Christmas holidays; these can be used to focus on areas that your child requires assistance in mastering.
